All operators, no matter how experienced they may be, 
should read this and other manuals related to the vehicle and accessory before operating. It is the owner's legal 
obligation to instruct all operators in safe operation of the accessory. 

GLOSSARY:

In this manual, right and left sides are determined by 
sitting on the seat of the vehicle facing forward. 

In this manual, "accessories" means attachments 
(snowblower, rotary broom, blade etc.) that you install 
on the vehicle (lawn tractors, A.T.V. s etc). 

TRAINING:

This symbol, "Safety Alert Symbol", is used 
throughout this manual and on the 
accessory’s safety labels to warn of the 
possibility of serious injury. Please take 
special care in reading and understanding 
the safety precautions before operating the 
vehicle and accessory.

1. Read this owner's manual carefully. Be thoroughly 
familiar with the controls and proper use of the 
vehicle and accessory. Know how to stop the unit 
and disengage the controls quickly.

2. Never allow children to operate the vehicle nor the 
accessory. Never allow adults to operate the vehicle 
nor the accessory without proper instructions. 

3. No one should operate the vehicle nor the 
accessory while intoxicated or while taking 
medication that impairs the senses or reactions. 

4. Keep the area of operation clear of all people, 
particularly small children and pets. 

PREPARATION: 

1. Thoroughly inspect the area where the accessory 
is to be used and remove door mats, all foreign 
objects and the like. 

2. For motorized accessories, disengage all clutches 
and shift into neutral before starting engine. 

3. Do not operate the accessory without wearing 
adequate winter outer garments. Avoid loose fitting 
clothing that can get caught in moving parts. Wear 
footwear that will improve footing on slippery 
surfaces. 

4. Handle fuel with care, it is highly flammable. 

a) Use approved fuel container. 
b) Never add fuel to a running engine or hot engine.

IMPORTANT: The control box is equipped with a red 
emergency kill switch  in case you need to stop the 
engine quickly. 
NOTE: The emergency kill switch must be pulled out 
to start the engine of the accessory.

Connect the wires on the battery 
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Connect the wire connector on the motor for the chute 
deflector (A). 

There will be one black connector that will not be 
connected. This is to connect the optional 
snowblower light.

Make sure the connectors are well connected 
together and tie the wire that is connected to the 
motor of the deflector (item A) with a nylon tie wrap 
on the motor in a way that the wire does not come 
into interference with the chute’s rotation.

Secure the wires as shown 

ASSEMBLY 

Turn the chute to its maximum towards the right. 

Secure the wire of the motor for the deflector with a cou-
ple of tie wraps (item 1 & 2) as shown.  

Be sure to leave enough wire length to be able to turn 
the chute freely.

IMPORTANT: 
Take the time to familiarize yourself with the location 
of the switches and with their use. 

NOTE: If the switches don’t match the right 
controls, reconnect the connectors with the right 
motors.

Pay particular attention to the switch for the belt 
tensioner (item 3).This switch must be held in position 
for a few seconds in order to activate or deactivate 
the lever of the belt tensioner.  

Make sure that the action is complete when you  
engage or disengage the snowblower.

DANGER:
It is the responsibility of the person who installs 
the accessory to make sure the engaging system 
works well and that the snowblower disengages 
effectively at all times. It is imperative to make the 
necessary adjustments if applicable.

UNEVEN OR GRAVEL SURFACE: Adjust skid shoes 
to allow 1/2" to 5/8" clearance (A) between cutting 
edge and surface.

It is very important the snowblower engine does not 
come into contact with the vehicle If necessary, use 
on each side one or two shims (item 2) supplied with 
the kit to limit the lifting height. 
 Install in place with a hex bolt 3/8’’ x 1 1/2’’ (item 3), a 
flat washer 7/16’’ (item 4) and a nylon insert lock nut 
(item 5) as shown. 

Lift the snowblower to its maximum height, insert the 
spring (item 1) in the chain and on the welded rod as 
shown.

VERIFY TIRE PRESSURE:

Check and adjust the pressure of the tires on the 
subframe at: 50psi. 

Tire pressure must be even on both sides. 
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OPERATING THE SNOWBLOWER
a) Make sure the snowblower is clear of snow 

before engaging the clutch. 

b) Make sure that the auger and impeller operate 
freely. 

c) Start the snowblower engine. 

d) Before engaging the snowblower drive, always 
have the engine running at max R.P.M. 

e) Operate the snowblower at maximum engine 
R.P.M. 

IMPORTANT: USE FULL ENGINE R.P.M. WHEN 
REMOVING WET, STICKY SNOW. LOW R.P.M. 
POWER WILL TEND TO PLUG THE CHUTE.

ELECTRICAL CONTROLS

See installation of the control box in order to identify the 
controls. 

RAISING AND LOWERING THE SNOWBLOWER: 
Use the winch switch control to raise and lower the 
snowblower. 

OPERATION 

REMOVING SNOW
When removing snow, do not use the snowblower as 
a dozer blade to push snow. Allow snowblower to 
ingest snow at its own speed. If the speed of your 
vehicle is too fast, the snowblower may become 
overloaded and plug. . 

WARNING
Read the vehicle's owner’s manual carefully. Be 
thoroughly familiar with the controls & proper 
use of the attachment. Know how to stop the unit 
& disengage the controls quickly.

WARNING
-Do not attempt to clear plugged chute, auger or 
fan of snow while the snowblower's engine is 
running.

-Disengage snowblower. 
-Lower snowblower onto ground. 
-Set the parking brake. 
-Stop engine, remove the ignition key, disconnect 
the wire from spark plug(s) and keep away from 
spark plug(s) to prevent accidental starting. 

-Make sure all moving parts have stopped. 
-Do not use hand to unplug chute.  
-Use a 36’’ (924 mm.) minimum length stick or 
board.

WARNING
TO PREVENT INJURIES AND FOR MORE 
TRACTION WHEN USING SNOWBLOWER: 
-Do not drive faster than 3 km/hr (2 m/hr) with 
snowblower on the ground.

-Do not drive faster than 10 km/hr (6 m/hr) with 
the snowblower in raised position. 

-Do not operate on a slope greater than 10°. 
-Vehicle manufacturer approved tire chains are 
required.

CLEARING A CLOGGED DISCHARGE 
CHUTE:

Hand contact with the rotating impeller inside the 
discharge chute is the most common cause of injury 
associated with snowblowers. Never use your hand to 
clean out the discharge chute. 
To clear the chute: 
1. Lower snowblower to the ground and set parking 

brake. 
2. SHUT THE ENGINE OFF & REMOVE KEY! 
3. Wait 10 seconds to be sure the all moving parts 

such as the impeller blades have stopped moving. 
4. Disconnect wire from the spark plug(s) and keep 

wire away to prevent accidental starting.  
5. Always use a clean-out tool of at least 36” in length, 

NEVER YOUR HANDS. 

EMERGENCY KILL SWITCH:
Push down on the emergency button to stop the 
engine.  
IMPORTANT: The emergency button has to be pulled 
out in order to start the snowblower engine.
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MAINTENANCE
a) Check mounting bolts at frequent intervals for 

proper tightness in order to prevent costly repairs. 
Make sure your snowblower is in safe working 
condition. 

b) Provide adequate blocking before working under 
the snowblower when in raised position.  

ADJUSTMENTS
SKID SHOE ADJUSTMENT:
Level Paved Surface: Adjust skid shoes to allow 3/16" to 
1/4" clearance between cutting edge and surface. 
Uneven or Gravel Surface: Adjust skid shoes to allow 
1/2" to 5/8" clearance between cutting edge and 
surface.

MAINTENANCE & DISMOUNTING 

WARNING
TO PREVENT INJURIES:  
Stop the snowblower motor. 
Apply parking brakes. 
Remove the ignition key. 
Disconnect the wire from the spark plug(s) and 
keep away from spark plug(s) to prevent accidental 
starting.

SNOWBLOWER PULLEY REPLACEMENT 
or ALIGNMENT:
Clean the parts before aligning or replacing the 
pulley. Apply some "Loctite" 2760 on the key and 
the set screws. Tighten firmly.

AUGERS AND FAN SHEAR BOLT 
REPLACEMENT
Shear bolts are to be considered a preventive 
measure and not an assured protection. Operator 
vigilance is required. Thoroughly inspect the areas 
where the snowblower is to be used and remove all 
foreign objects. 
To avoid damage to the snowblower:
Use only the original shear bolts (grooved bolts). 
#105602 in bags of 10 for the augers. 
#105627 in bags of 10 for the fan. 
The use of any other shear bolt will not insure any 
protection and may void the warranty. 
IMPORTANT: IT IS VERY IMPORTANT TO REPLACE 
THE AUGERS IN THE SAME POSITION AS SHOWN
IN THE DRAWING BEFORE INSTALLING THE 
SHEAR BOLTS.

CUTTING EDGE MAINTENANCE
Verify from time to time the wearing on the cutting 
edge to make sure you do not wear out the base of 
the snowblower’s chassis. This cutting edge is 
reversible. Unscrew the bolts and turn the cutting 
edge, reinstall and tighten the bolts securely. 

LUBRICATION
Grease the wheel axles, the fork pivots after every 
sixteen hours of use.
Apply oil at all pivot points.
Chute Rotation System: Oil chute base, rotation worm 
every sixteen hours of operation. 
Gear box:
Check the oil annually. If necessary, add AGMA 5 EP or 
SAE 90 oil. 
The gear box should have a total of 155 ml of oil or filled 
to the rim of the bolt hole when installed on the 
snowblower. (see figure)
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BELT REPLACEMENT:
For belt part number, refer to parts breakdown section 
for parts identification. 
a) Remove the belt guard (item 1) by removing the 

two hex bolts 1/4" x 1/2" (item 2). 
b) Remove the tension from the belt by pushing on 

the switch for the belt tensionner. 
c) Remove the belt from the engine pulley (item 3). 
d) Loosen the knob (item 4) in order to free the belt 

from the pulley. 
e) Activate the switch for the electric motor for the 

belt tensionner to release the brake (item 5).  
NOTE: This step is necessary to free the belt 
from the snowblower pulley. 

f) Remove and install the new belt.  
g) Replace the bearing on the (item 7) on the back 

of the  belt to keep it in the pulley (item 6) and 
tighten the knob (item 4). 

h) After installing the belt, you may run the engine 
without the belt guard but only to verify the belt 
alignment. Do not leave the snowblower without  
supervision. Neither you or anyone else must 
approach the moving parts. Engage and 
disengage the snowblower to verify if the belt is 
well aligned, especially on the idler pulley (item 
8).
Make sure to hold the switch long enough so 
that there is enough tension on the spring. 
If necessary, you can add or remove a flat 
washer on the idler pulley for final adjustments.

i) Reinstall the belt guard. 

BELT REPLACEMENT 

CAUTION
Never use the snowblower without the belt guard.

MAINTENANCE & DISMOUNTING 

DISMOUNTING
a) Select a level surface, set parking brake, stop the 

engine, and remove the ignition key to prevent 
accidental starting. 

b) Lower the accessory to the ground. 
c) Disconnect the wires that unite the accessory to 

the vehicle. 
d) Unhook the turnbuckles from the front of the 

vehicle, (Tip: slacken one of the turnbuckles in 
order to keep the adjustment), the hook from the 
winch. 

e) Remove the assembled hitch support from the 
vehicle’s tow hitch ball. 

f) Remove the vehicle. 

STORAGE
a) Clean snowblower and subframe thoroughly and 

repaint all parts from which paint has worn. 
b) List the replacement parts that will be needed to 

be replaced before the next season. 
c) Follow the instructions in the Lubrication section. 
d) Concerning the snowblower engine, follow the 

instructions in the engine owner’s manual.  
e) Store the snowblower and the subframe in a dry 

place.

i)   Remove the assembly (gear box, its support, the 
     fan and augers) from the snowblower and save the 
     nylon bushings and bearings. 
j) Replace the appropriate parts. Insert the shaft and 

the key into the new gear box (if required). 
k)  Install the new auger or augers on their respective 

side in the position shown with the same nylon 
bushings on the shaft of the new gear box as 
shown. 

l)   Re-install parts by repeating steps backwards. 

IMPORTANT: You must clean the parts and apply 
some "Loctite" 2760 on the key of the pulley and 
the set screws of the bearing and pulley.
